This psalm, sung at festive meals on
Sabbath and holidays, has sustained
generations of Jews in exile.
Communities throughout the Diaspora
(dispersion) have created their own
melodies for this text, and many of these
communities have now fulfilled the
dream of returning to the land. In this
composition, I have selected three
melodies with contrasting interpretations
of the experience of exile and return.”
